FIRST SWEEP

Inspired by Geeter

Breckenridge Bourbon, Honey-Lavender Syrup, Italicus Bergamotto, Angostura &

A warm, floral, and citrus-bright take on a mountain Manhattan—named for the first
sweep of the avalanche field. Geeter, a golden retriever validated by C-RAD since 2024,
works Breckenridge and Arapahoe Basin with precision and heart.

HANGFIRE

Deviation Rose Gin, Aperol, Fireberry-Honey Syrup, Fresh Lemon, Orange Bitters 16.79

Antioxidant-rich and citrus-forward, this rose gin cocktail channels Olive’s bold spirit. A
2-year-old black lab from Heeney, CO, Olive’s been working Arapahoe Basin since she

was 8 weeks old. Like unstable snow above the crown, she’s always poised to spring into
action.

VEST ON

Silky spiced chai and vanilla-citrus shaken into a bright, cozy sour—named for the moment
Walker’s vest goes on and his training kicks in. At just 7 months, this loud, playful pup is
prepping for his first season at Arapahoe Basin.

ECHO LINE

Inspried by Echo

Breckenridge Pear Vodka, Lemon, Agave, Black Walnut Bitters, Saratoga Sparkling
Water, Thyme [14.79

Crisp, herbal, and sparkling—this spritz honors Echo’s sharp instincts and the echo line of
the mountain, where sound and scent guide the search. She is part of the Breckenridge Ski
Patrol & Summit County Rescue group. When she’s not riding snowmobiles, Echo enjoys
swimming, trail runs and hiding slippers.

SIGNAL RETURN
Inspired by Maia
Dona Vega Espadin, Espolon Tequila Blanco, Aperol, Tart Cherry, Lime, Agave $16.79

A bold red sour with smoky depth and cherry brightness—named for the moment a buried
beacon pings back. Maia, a 5-year-old golden retriever with Keystone Ski Patrol, travels by
snowcat, snowmobile, or helicopter to sniff out buried scent. Off duty, she’s all belly rubs
and snacks.

COPPER DISPATCH
Inspired by Pico
Breckenridge Bourbon, Fig-Ginger Syrup, Lemon, Aquafaba, Angostura Bitters 16.79

Rich, spiced, and velvety—this cocktail channels Pico’s warmth and readiness. A 7-month-
old golden retriever at Copper Mountain, Pico rides chairlifts, plays tug, and naps by the
fire, gearing up for his first winter on patrol.
